Sky- and Ground-wave High Frequency (HF) Radars: 

Challenges in Modelling, Simulation and Application

Radar systems operating at high frequency (HF) are able to exploit a variety of propagation mechanisms to achieve line-of-sight (LOS) illumination as well as over-the-horizon coverage, thereby providing many opportunities for long range, wide area multi-sensor surveillance. The purpose of this special issue will be to bring together latest research results on physical understanding, mathematical modelling, numerical simulation, and novel application challenges (e.g., tsunami detection) in the field of sky- and ground-wave HF radars. The challenges include understanding complex radar echo, environmental noise, sea/land/ionospheric clutter, sky- and ground-wave propagation mechanisms, radar cross-section (RCS) in the resonance regime, frequency monitoring in highly crowded spectrum, antenna design and beam-forming, beam-steering, detection, tracking, classification, and identification algorithm development, data- and sensor-fusion, etc.  Papers are sought in these topics in particular, though other relevant contributions will also be welcomed. The special issue will include both invited and regular papers.
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Sponsored by the Scientific and Technological Research Council of Turkey (TUBITAK) and Chamber of Electrical Engineering (EMO), ELEKTRIK is an international journal on all aspects of electrical engineering and computer sciences. This special issue that has been scheduled to be published early in 2010 will contain invited and contributed papers.
